Create a flyer advertising your school. Include details that you think that next year’s First Years 
would find useful to know in advance. 

 •  Create a digital flyer (for example using Canva or Google Docs) or a drawing/poster advertising 
your school.

 • Write your advertisement in French.

 • You should include a photo or a drawing of your school or school crest.

 • Ensure that you list the facilities in the school.

 • You could draw a little map of you school, from the school gate to the main entrance, etc.

 • Describe your uniform, if you have one.

 • Give details about the school (staff, students, how old the school is, etc.)

 • Ensure that you write complete sentences, where possible.

 • Ensure that each sentence begins with a capital letter. 

 • You may use the headings below as a guide as to what details you would like to give about your school. 

 • You could include quotes in French from your classmates about what they like about the school. 

 • Feel free to add colour/images/clipart/drawings/etc. 

To prepare the task, you might like 
to pair up with a classmate or form 
a group. 

You might like to do a draft of the 
task first and get a classmate to 
review what you have written before 
you submit the task. 

You could present this task orally 
in front of your group or your class. 
Each of your classmates could be 
presented with the form without the 
answers and you could read out the 
answers for them to fill in. 

You could also present this as a 
dialogue. Your classmate could ask 
you the questions, e.g. "Quel est ton 
sujet préféré ?"

If you are happy with the completed 
task, you might wish to save this 
task into your portfolio and/or 
hang it up in your classroom.

For your school open night, you 
could have a QR code outside the 
French classroom. When newcomers 
to the school scan the code, they 
could access the flyer in French.
